Carroll County Public Library Fact Sheet


Background

Library service in Carroll County began in 1863, when the Westminster Public Library was established and funded by membership dues. In 1949, Mr. and Mrs. Walter H. Davis announced that they would give a public library building to Westminster and provide an endowment for its support. After ten years of lobbying, a county-wide library system was established in 1958, with the Davis Library operating as the central branch. 

Five full-service regional branch libraries currently serve County residents:  Westminster, Eldersburg, Taneytown, North Carroll, and Mount Airy.  Groundbreaking for the Finksburg Branch took place in August 2007. It is scheduled to open in fall 2008.

With circulation per capita of 20.6, CCPL has ranked first among Maryland libraries in circulation per capita since 1994.
